WHEREAS, The couple later grew peas and tomatoes and had success as merchants at the First Monday Trade Days in Canton; since her husband's passing in 2003, Mrs. Conn has continued to draw comfort from her strong religious faith and has widened her circle of close friends; and
WHEREAS, Beatrice Conn has witnessed a panorama of change during nine decades of life well lived, and her birthday offers a fitting opportunity to remind her of the special place she holds in the hearts of all of her loved ones; now, therefore, be it
