WHEREAS, The company shipped its 1,100th Air Tractor in 1993 and its 2,000th aircraft in 2004; since its first test flight in 1990, the company's latest model, the AT-802, has been delivered to 500 satisfied customers, and in 2013 the company is celebrating the shipment of its 3,000th aircraft; and
WHEREAS, For more than four decades, Air Tractor, Inc., has been a leading producer of safe, reliable, and effective agricultural aircraft, and this Texas-based enterprise is indeed deserving of recognition as it marks this impressive production milestone; now, therefore, be it
