WHEREAS, This distinguished legal professional most recently opened her own practice, the Victoria Neave Law Firm, which serves clients across Texas; she is the current vice president of the board of La Voz del Anciano, which ministers to the needs of the elderly population in Dallas, as well as a board member of the Dallas Hispanic Bar Association and the co-chair of its pro bono committee; a member of the 2012 Dallas Association of Young Lawyers Leadership Class, she now serves as a representative for the states of Texas, Oklahoma, Arkansas, and Louisiana in the Hispanic National Bar Association Young Lawyers Division; and
WHEREAS, Engaged in her community and dedicated to her profession, Victoria Neave brings energy and commitment to her duties as chair of the Southeast Dallas Hispanic Chamber of Commerce, and she may reflect with pride on her achievements thus far as she takes on this challenging new role; now, therefore, be it
