WHEREAS, In 1941, Mr. Foster married the former Clevie Winnell Stough, and they shared a fulfilling relationship for nearly 70 years; together they were blessed with 2 children, Rebecca and Tommy, 7 grandchildren, and 11 great-grandchildren; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Foster served his community as a trustee and president of the Arlington school board, and Foster Elementary School was named in honor of him and his sister Maude, who was an Arlington ISD teacher; he attended First United Methodist Church in Arlington for nearly his entire life, and he was active on many of the church's boards and committees; in addition, he represented his profession as president of the Fort Worth chapter of the Associated General Contractors of America; and
WHEREAS, A loving husband, father, and grandfather, Tom Foster treasured the time he spent in the company of his family and friends, and those he leaves behind will in turn cherish their memories of this kind and caring man; now, therefore, be it
