WHEREAS, In addition to its youth initiatives, the organization holds numerous events, including the Austin Under 40 Awards, an annual golf classic, and leadership seminars, to encourage local businessmen to become active in their community; and
WHEREAS, For the past century, the Young Men's Business League has helped youth in the Austin area to lay a strong foundation for the future, and the organization is indeed deserving of commendation for its positive work; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 83rd Texas Legislature hereby commemorate the centennial of the Young Men's Business League of Austin and extend to the organization's members sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
