WHEREAS, Highly engaged in her community, Ms. Thompson served as president of the Arlington Civic League and of the Arlington Medical Auxiliary; she was a member of the Arlington Civic Chorus, Theatre Arlington, and Girls Inc.; in addition, she served on the board of First United Methodist Church in Arlington, and she was a member of the Aldersgate Sunday School Class and Stephen Ministry at Trinity United Methodist Church; and
WHEREAS, Janice Thompson lived a rich and purposeful life, and those who were fortunate enough to know her will forever cherish their memories of her kindness, strength, and grace; now, therefore, be it
