WHEREAS, In addition to its work with students, the USTA supports the military through a variety of worthy initiatives; the organization provides wheelchair tennis programs for wounded warriors at several military bases and veterans' hospitals and has sent modified tennis equipment to Afghanistan; USTA Texas also supports tennis programs for adults and children at the state's many military bases; and
WHEREAS, Through its dedication to increasing the accessibility of tennis for Texans from all backgrounds and of all ages, USTA Texas is working to make our communities healthier places in which to live, and it is indeed deserving of special recognition for its achievements; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 83rd Texas Legislature hereby recognize April 16, 2013, as United States Tennis Association Texas Day at the State Capitol and extend to all those affiliated with the organization sincere best wishes for continued success.
