WHEREAS, In addition to fulfilling these commitments, Mr. Perry held a seat on the board of directors of the Colorado River Municipal Water District and served as a trustee of the Harris Methodist Health System, as governor and treasurer of the Fort Worth Club, and as an executive committee member of the Southwest Exposition and Livestock Show; and
WHEREAS, In all of his endeavors, Mr. Perry enjoyed the love and support of his wife, June, and he was the proud father of two sons, Jeffrey and Joel; he had the pleasure of welcoming into his family a daughter-in-law, Denise, and four grandchildren, Jordan, Caprice, Jim, and Mike; and
WHEREAS, James Perry lived a rich and purposeful life, and he will long be remembered with deep affection by those who were privileged to know him; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 83rd Texas Legislature hereby pay tribute to the memory of James R. Perry and extend sincere condolences to the members of his family: to his wife, June Perry; to his sons, Jeffrey and Joel Perry; to his daughter-in-law, Denise Perry; to his grandchildren, Jordan, Caprice, Jim, and Mike Perry; to his brothers, Charles Perry and his wife, Jo, and Ken Perry and his wife, Mary Dean; to his sister-in-law, Barbara Vaughn Skelton; and to his other relatives and friends; and, be it further
