WHEREAS, For 43 years, until he turned 70, Mr. Scheumack refereed high school football games; during his tenure, he presided over two regional football officials' associations and received two distinguished service awards and an honorary life membership from officials' and coaches' associations; in his leisure time, he was an enthusiastic vegetable gardener and bridge player and was active in his Sherwood Oaks neighborhood; and
WHEREAS, In all of his endeavors, Mr. Scheumack enjoyed the love and support of his wife of 61 years, Elizabeth Parker Scheumack, and he took pride in a fine family that included three children, Susan Scheumack Roberds and her husband, Bill, Jeff Scheumack and his wife, Kathy, and Sarah Scheumack Giles, as well as four grandchildren, Kyle and Griffin Scheumack and Courtney and Valerie Giles; and
WHEREAS, While the death of Pal Scheumack has brought great sadness to his family and friends, he leaves behind a legacy that will be forever treasured by all those who held him dear; now, therefore, be it
