WHEREAS, Braylee Flaska scored 16 points in the tournament final to earn Most Valuable Player honors, and she was joined on the All-Tournament team by Cora Jenkins; the Lady Eagles also received significant contributions throughout the season from the other members of the roster: Rachel Harrell, Kylie Ducat, Sierra Bradshaw, Taylor Wallace, Cydnie Bynum, Bailey Ivey, Rachel Williams, Trisha Jacobs, Allie Popeck, Taylor Fulmer, and Lexie Ducat; and
WHEREAS, The team was guided by head coach Chance Westmoreland and assistant coaches Jason Morales and Chrissy Worrell; additional support was provided by managers Shileigh Potts and Ashley Brawner, statisticians Madi Mayfield and Breana Madry, water girl Taylor Ducat, principal Jamie Payne, athletic director Scott Drillette, and superintendent Richard Tedder; and
WHEREAS, In once again proving themselves to be the finest girls' 2A basketball squad in the Lone Star State, the Brock Lady Eagles have demonstrated exceptional teamwork and dedication, and their achievement is a source of tremendous pride to their school and their many supporters in the community; now, therefore, be it
