WHEREAS, Throughout his ordeal, this admirable young man has enjoyed the love and reassurance of his father, Pedro Amaro, as well as the support of his many friends and classmates; he is now in his first year at Economedes High School and has diligently worked to catch up on his studies, which were interrupted by the accident; while doctors have not yet released him to play contact sports, he enjoys his involvement in the JROTC and hopes to one day serve his country as a physician in the U.S. Army; and
WHEREAS, Edson Amaro has endured extraordinary challenges while keeping an eye toward the future, and he has set an inspiring example for all who know him; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 83rd Texas Legislature hereby commend Edson Amaro for his perseverance in overcoming a terrible event and extend to him sincere best wishes in all his endeavors; and, be it further
