WHEREAS, Affectionately known as "Nicko," this courageous Texan is blessed with a loving and supportive family that includes his parents, Donna and Misael Tijerina, and his sister, Lauren Tijerina; he and his mother have relocated to the Houston area for his treatment, and he is currently attending Humble Middle School; just like his peers, he is eagerly anticipating learning to drive; and
WHEREAS, The hardest experiences in life are what reveal one's true character, and the resilience and optimism that Nicholas Tijerina has demonstrated throughout his ordeal testify to the inspiring and admirable young man that he is; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 83rd Texas Legislature hereby commend Nicholas Tijerina for his determination to overcome a terrible event and extend to him sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
