WHEREAS, The Pirate relay teams dominated the opposition, with Braden Murphy, Brody Jones, Weldon Bleything, and Colton Adamick besting the field in the 800, and Chad Snowden, Olin Moody, Mr. Vansau, and Mr. Adamick triumphing at 1,600 meters; the speedy Mr. Adamick also scored a first-place finish in the 200-meter race, and Mr. Moody took the top spot in the 800-meter contest; and
WHEREAS, Also distinguishing themselves during the meet were Colton Shaw, who placed third at 1,600 meters, and Wyatt Griffith, who finished third in the high jump; and
WHEREAS, The dedicated and talented members of the Pirates track and field team accomplished an important goal with their victory over their district rivals, and their achievement is a source of pride to their classmates and their many supporters in the local community; now, therefore, be it
