WHEREAS, Ms. Smith was also a woman of faith who greatly enjoyed a wealth of diverse interests, including cooking, reading, shopping, and hunting, as well as outdoor activities and dogs; her tremendous intellect and energy made a positive difference in numerous fields of endeavor, and her achievements will continue to resonate in the Lone Star State and beyond for many years to come; now, therefore, be it
