WHEREAS, This patriotic Texan trained in Fort Benning, Georgia, before his deployment to Afghanistan; over the course of his military career, he demonstrated exceptional dedication and skill, as well as natural leadership ability; his many decorations included the Army Commendation Medal, the National Defense Service Medal, the Afghanistan Campaign Medal, and the Global War on Terrorism Service Medal; and
WHEREAS, A devoted family man, Private Bedoy was joined in matrimony to the former Patricia Chavarray in November 2011, and he became the proud father of a daughter, Sofia; he was a loyal friend and enriched the lives of his loved ones through his kind and caring ways; in his free time, he loved cooking and playing video games, and he was an avid fan of the Denver Broncos; and
WHEREAS, Genaro Bedoy exemplified the highest ideals of the U.S. armed forces, and although he is deeply missed, his courage and determination to protect his family and his country remain a lasting source of inspiration; now, therefore, be it
