WHEREAS, Dr. Barry was a brilliant scholar who was dedicated to research, and his passion for learning amazed those around him; he was also a generous and kindhearted person who had a positive impact on the lives of innumerable people and was deeply devoted to his wife, Gayle, his two children, Renee and Brent, and his five grandchildren; and
WHEREAS, A man of integrity, warmth, and wisdom, Chris Barry embraced both life and his faith with equal fervor; he was beloved by many, and he will be greatly missed by all who were privileged to share in his life; now, therefore, be it
