WHEREAS, An inspiration to many, Erica Andrews was noted for her courage, grace, and compassion; she gave unselfishly to others, and her generous spirit, her abundant creativity, and her
enthusiasm for living each day to the fullest will not be forgotten by those who were privileged to share in her life; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the Senate of the State of Texas, 83rd Legislature, hereby extend sincere condolences to the bereaved family and friends of Erica Andrews; and, be it further
