Gregg and Judy Seigfried; she has graduated from high school and will study veterinary medicine at Texas A&M University; and
WHEREAS, These accomplished young Texans devoted many hours to increasing their knowledge of equine-related topics, and their diligence and commitment to their studies are qualities that will serve them well throughout the years to come; now, therefore, be it
