WHEREAS, The Senate of the State of Texas is pleased to join the citizens of Van Zandt County in celebrating the county's 165th anniversary; and
WHEREAS, Van Zandt County was organized on March 20, 1848; it is named for Isaac Van Zandt who was appointed chargé d'affaires to the United States by President Sam Houston and played an important role in helping Texas to achieve statehood; and
WHEREAS, Located in Northeast Texas, the county was originally populated by the Caddo Confederacy, a Native American alliance that occupied an area stretching from the Ouachita River of Arkansas and Louisiana in the east to the Trinity River in the west; and
