SENATE RESOLUTION NO. 977

WHEREAS, Felicia Juarez is an outstanding student at Weslaco East High School; this studious future biology or physics major has received scholarship offers from major colleges across the country, including Johns Hopkins University, Baylor University, Wesleyan University in Connecticut, Texas A&M University, Smith College, Swarthmore College, and the University of Richmond; and
WHEREAS, Yesenia Delgado is a student at Pharr-San Juan-Alamo North High School, and her determination to succeed has served as an inspiration to countless others; in addition to maintaining a stellar academic record, she is active in tennis, soccer, and track, and she has generously volunteered her time and talent to a wide variety of community organizations; she is looking forward to going to college and hopes to pursue a career in medicine; now, therefore, be it
