WHEREAS, A keen outdoorsman and a Master Gardener, Mr. Kafer took special pleasure in annual hunting trips with his brothers-in-law, and he loved to share the bounty of his garden with family and friends; he also delighted in the time he spent with his grandchildren, drinking Dr Pepper, enjoying ice cream on the front porch, and playing football in the front yard even into his 80s; and
WHEREAS, Ed Kafer lived a full and generous life rich in the intangibles that matter most, and he will be long remembered with deep affection by all who knew him; now, therefore, be it
