WHEREAS, The 2014 Crowell squad thrived under the leadership of head coach Nathan Hayes, as they compiled the school's first undefeated record, with 14 wins and no losses; moreover, the Wildcats received additional guidance from defensive coordinator Reece Walker and assistant coaches Anthony Barrera and Scott Bearden; and
WHEREAS, Winning consecutive state championships is a rare feat that requires countless hours of hard work and an unwavering commitment to excellence, and the members of the Crowell High School football team may take justifiable pride in their remarkable accomplishments; now, therefore, be it
