WHEREAS, Active in a number of professional organizations, Mr. Saenz served as president of the Rio Grande City CISD Classroom Teachers Association, where he helped to secure teacher contracts and to establish the health insurance program for district employees; he has also served as the first Hispanic president of the Texas Association of Secondary School Principals, and he has chaired the Texas School Administrators Council; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Saenz is a valued and longtime congregant of First United Methodist Church in Rio Grande City; he has been a member of the local Lions Club for more than a half-century, and he previously served as a baseball coach for the Rio Grande City Little League; in addition, he has distinguished himself as chair of the Starr County Fair Association Scholarship Committee and as a member and past worshipful master of Hope Lodge No. 471; and
WHEREAS, Mr. Saenz has made immeasurable contributions to the Rio Grande City CISD, South Texas College, and his community as a whole, and he may take justifiable pride in his many important achievements; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 84th Texas Legislature hereby commend Ruben Saenz for the outstanding leadership he has provided to the Rio Grande City Consolidated Independent School District and South Texas College and extend to him sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
