WHEREAS, The momentum started under Mr. Sacks' involvement moves forward as he currently serves as Chairman of the Friends of Levitt Pavilion Houston, overseeing the plans to build the Levitt Pavilion Houston at Willow Waterhole for professional concerts and copious community events; and
WHEREAS, Throughout his efforts at community and environmental improvement, Mr. Sacks has enjoyed the love and support of his wife, Cindy; and
WHEREAS, Howard N. Sacks has truly established an everlasting legacy in the betterment of Houston through numerous projects in which been involved and led; now, therefore, be it
