WHEREAS, Children are the Lone Star State's most precious resource, and by raising expectations and encouraging success, the faculty and staff at Santa Rita Elementary School are having a positive effect on our next generation of leaders; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 84th Texas Legislature hereby congratulate Santa Rita Elementary School on being recognized with the U.S. Department of Education's Blue Ribbon School Award and extend sincere best wishes to the many individuals who contributed to this achievement; and, be it further
