WHEREAS, Over the years, Mr. Lujan has received well-deserved recognition for his achievements; he was selected for the Region 18 Superintendent of the Year Award and was a finalist for Texas Superintendent of the Year, and he was also inducted into the Rio Grande Valley Band Director Hall of Fame in 2013; and
WHEREAS, In all of his endeavors, Mr. Lujan is blessed with the love and support of his wife, Mary Lou Lujan, and he takes great pride in his two children, Santos and Adrianna, and two granddaughters, Amorie and AnnaLee; and
WHEREAS, This esteemed Texan has devoted his professional life to public education, and he has made a positive difference in the lives of countless individuals; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 84th Texas Legislature hereby commend Santos Lujan Jr. for his career in education and extend to him sincere best wishes for the future; and, be it further
