WHEREAS, In all his endeavors, Mr. Dollar enjoys the love and support of his wife, Tandy; his retirement plans involve spending more time with his loved ones, including his grandchildren, and playing golf with his wife at Garland's Firewheel Golf Park; involved in his community as a private citizen as well, he is a valued parishioner of First United Methodist Church of Garland; and
WHEREAS, William Dollar's broad experience and unswerving commitment to excellence have greatly benefited the citizens of Garland, and he may indeed reflect with pride on a career well spent as he embarks on the next exciting chapter of his life; now, therefore, be it
