WHEREAS, Throughout its history, the University of Houston System has provided students with an outstanding education and a strong foundation for the future, and in so doing, it has played a pivotal role in the prosperity of the Lone Star State; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 84th Texas Legislature hereby recognize February 23, 2015, as University of Houston System Day at the State Capitol and extend a warm welcome to all those from the UH System who are visiting here today.
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
