WHEREAS, The Northeast Cultural Arts Council celebrated its 30th anniversary in 2014, and this milestone offers a fitting occasion to recognize the nonprofit organization for its work in the Houston community; and
WHEREAS, Founded in 1984 by Ernest and Jewell McGowen, the Northeast Cultural Arts Council works to promote engagement in the arts and humanities by providing underprivileged children with a range of educational experiences and opportunities; students at the NE-CAC Summer Day Camp for the Arts receive professional instruction in such disciplines as music, dance, visual and performing arts, and creative writing, and the program culminates in a "grand finale," in which participants demonstrate the skills they have acquired along the way; and
