WHEREAS, A member of the Texas Skill Standards Board and the board of the Texas Association of College Technical Educators, this esteemed administrator has also lent his insight to the Texas Higher Education Coordinating Board on a number of its committees, including those on curriculum development, distance learning, developmental education, and community college baccalaureate programs; and
WHEREAS, Dr. Mejia has completed programs of study at Texas State Technical College, Texas A&M University--Corpus Christi, and Texas A&M University--Kingsville, and he is committed to creating opportunities for others to achieve their educational goals; during the course of his career, he has been recognized for his achievements at the local, state, and national levels; and
WHEREAS, Dr. Mejia left South Texas College in 2013 to accept a new position at Tyler Junior College, but his contributions continue to resonate widely in the halls of the institution that he formerly served, and the students and faculty of South Texas College were most fortunate to benefit from the vision and leadership that he provided them during his outstanding tenure; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 84th Texas Legislature hereby honor Dr. Juan E. Mejia for his service to South Texas College and extend to him sincere best wishes for continued success and fulfillment; and, be it further
RESOLVED, That an official copy of this resolution be prepared for Dr. Mejia as an expression of high regard by the Texas House of Representatives.
