WHEREAS, Mr. Bates has likewise earned distinction through his involvement in Kappa Alpha Psi Fraternity, Inc., an international service organization that he has led as president since 2011; he has held increasingly responsible positions in the group, where his affiliation dates back to 1971; during his tenure in its highest office, he has overseen the establishment and implementation of the "Diamonds in the Rough" program, a national campaign to foster academic and personal achievement among young men of color, and he further led the fraternity in new and ongoing efforts to support undergraduate members, guide youth to success, and promote the health and well-being of the community; and
WHEREAS, Over the course of his adult life, Randy Bates has dedicated his time to endeavors that engage his desire to make a difference, and his achievements make him an outstanding role model to many people; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 84th Texas Legislature hereby honor William Bates Jr. for his years of public service at the community and national levels and extend to him sincere best wishes for continued success with his important work; and, be it further
