WHEREAS, While working part-time at a restaurant in The Woodlands, Ms. Breeding became acquainted with a number of police officers, an experience that kindled her desire to pursue a law enforcement career of her own; she enrolled in the criminal justice program at Lone Star College, and in October 2014, she graduated second in her class at the Montgomery County Sheriff's Office Training Academy; assigned to patrol the area around The Woodlands, she dedicated herself proudly and wholeheartedly to her work, and she continued to strengthen the friendships that had helped her discover her calling; she was also a member of the Combined Law Enforcement Associations of Texas; and
WHEREAS, Deputy Breeding frequently volunteered her time at local events, including the MS 150 Bike Ride, the Dragon Boat Races, and the Run Thru the Woods; in every endeavor she undertook, she enjoyed the support and affection of a host of friends and family, and her warmth and sense of humor lightened the spirits of countless people who shared in her journey; and
