WHEREAS, Widely respected within his profession, Coach Hernandez frequently offered his help and sage advice to fellow coaches in the Rio Grande Valley; moreover, he gave freely of his time and energy as a mentor for countless young athletes and students over the years, emphasizing the importance of discipline and attention to detail in leading a productive life in adulthood; and
WHEREAS, Elvis Hernandez especially cherished his role as a husband and parent; he enjoyed the love and support of his college sweetheart, Norma, with whom he shared more than three decades of marriage, and he was a devoted father to his two daughters, Sheila and Amanda; in his leisure time, he delighted in spending time outside, fishing and barbecuing; and
WHEREAS, Elvis Hernandez lived a generous life dedicated to his work, his community, and his family, and he will be fondly remembered for his positive and caring nature by all those who were privileged to know him; now, therefore, be it
