WHEREAS, Committed to building the tribal nation while honoring its traditions, Carlos Hisa has greatly benefited the Ysleta del Sur Pueblo through his vision and leadership, and in so doing, he has earned the respect and appreciation of many; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 84th Texas Legislature hereby congratulate Carlos Hisa on his election as governor of the Ysleta del Sur Pueblo and extend to him sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
RESOLVED, That an official copy of this resolution be prepared for Mr. Hisa as an expression of high regard by the Texas House of Representatives.
