WHEREAS, These talented athletes were guided by head coach Chris Beene and associate head coach Blaine Wiley; in recognition of his outstanding work, Mr. Beene was named Men's and Women's Head Coach of the Year by the U.S. Track & Field and Cross Country Coaches Association following the meet, while Mr. Wiley earned the Assistant Coach of the Year honor; and
WHEREAS, With their exceptional performances at the national level, the Lady Texans have brought further acclaim to South Plains College, and they may take justifiable pride in this significant achievement; now, therefore, be it
RESOLVED, That the House of Representatives of the 84th Texas Legislature hereby congratulate the South Plains College women's track and field team on winning the national title at the 2015 NJCAA Indoor Track and Field Championships and extend to all those associated with the team sincere best wishes for continued success; and, be it further
