WHEREAS, In appreciation of her tireless efforts in behalf of others, this highly esteemed individual has received a number of accolades, including a 2005 Stand on a Better World Award, the 2007 Texas Nurse Practitioner of the Year Award, and the 2012 Citizen of the Year Award from the Longview Rotary Club; and
WHEREAS, Deborah Bell's public-spiritedness and volunteerism are an inspiration to many people, and her commitment to enhancing the quality of life for people both locally and abroad has earned her the enduring respect and admiration of all who are privileged to know her; now, therefore, be it
