WHEREAS, A woman of abiding faith, Mrs. Adams was a longtime member of Our Savior Lutheran Church in Houston; there, she taught Sunday school for more than six decades and raised money at the annual bazaar with her popular hand-sewn doll clothes; she was also a talented poet and artist; and
WHEREAS, This capable and caring woman enriched the lives of many during her journey on this earth, and those who shared in the warmth of her love and affection will forever hold her close in their hearts; now, therefore, be it
