WHEREAS, Mr. Eastland was a member of the congregation at First United Methodist Church, and he was also active in the Kerrville Area Chamber of Commerce, where he endeavored to support the economic prosperity of the city; furthermore, he was involved with the Eagle's Nest mentoring program at Hunt Elementary School, and in recognition of his myriad efforts to assist students, the James Eastland Mentoring Scholarship has been established in his memory by the Hunt Independent School District; and
WHEREAS, Although no words can diminish the pain caused by a life cut short, the friends and loved ones of James Eastland are richer for having known him, and they will forever find joy in their memories of time spent in his company; now, therefore, be it
