WHEREAS, In all of his endeavors, Curtis Raetz enjoys the love and support of his wife, the former Lou Ann Holmes, with whom he has shared 37 rewarding years of marriage, and he takes tremendous pride in the couple's three children, Stephen, Kate, and Will; and
