WHEREAS, A graduate of Harvard Law School, Ms. Montoya was among the first Latinas to earn partnership in a major American corporate law firm; she served in the White House in 1993 as an assistant to President Bill Clinton and as director of the Office of Intergovernmental Affairs, and in 1998, she was nominated by the president to serve as a representative to the United Nations General Assembly; from 2005 to 2008, she was the chief executive officer of the New America Alliance, and from 2009 to 2014, she was senior vice president for external relations and general counsel for the Children's Medical Center of Dallas; and
WHEREAS, The strength and unity of our communities are enhanced by the devoted efforts of individuals such as Regina Montoya, whose tireless work has contributed immeasurably to the quality of life in Dallas; now, therefore, be it
