WHEREAS, This gifted player quickly became a valuable asset for the Rams, starting all 32 games as a junior and securing a spot on the third team All-Mountain West squad; Mr. Avila followed that performance with an outstanding senior season, helping the team compile an impressive 27-7 overall record and clinch the No. 1 seed in the National Invitation Tournament, and earning all-conference honors for the second consecutive year; and
WHEREAS, J. J. Avila has demonstrated admirable dedication in pursuit of his goals, and he may reflect with justifiable pride on his achievements as he looks ahead to a bright and promising future; now, therefore, be it
