WHEREAS, The Mumford squad also received essential contributions throughout the year from the other members of the roster: Braxton Haynes, Frank Franco, Corey Powell, Tyler Johnson, Seth Smitherman, Nick Scamardo, Justin Shannon, and James Morris; these determined athletes were ably guided by head coach Chris Sodek and assistant coaches Alvie King, Daniel Moore, and Marcus Sodek; and
WHEREAS, Winning a state title is the culmination of countless hours of hard work and an enduring commitment to excellence, and the members of the 2014 Mustangs basketball team will forever relish their memories of this outstanding achievement; now, therefore, be it
