WHEREAS,  Since its inception, Grace School of Theology has helped many Texans develop the knowledge and wisdom necessary to become religious leaders in their communities, and the school's faculty and staff are indeed deserving of recognition for their innumerable contributions to the Lone Star State; now, therefore, be it
