WHEREAS, Mrs. Smith moved to Kingwood in 2006 to be near her family, and in her free time, she enjoyed using her talent for needlework to make beautiful gifts for her loved ones; fondly known by the nickname "Tiny," she cultivated many close friendships throughout her life, and her encouraging words touched the hearts of countless people; and
WHEREAS, Although she will be deeply missed, Virginia Smith left an indelible impression on all those who were privileged to know her, and she will forever be remembered with heartfelt admiration and affection; now, therefore, be it
