SENATE RESOLUTION NO. 229
WHEREAS, Members of Texas Crime Stoppers are gathering in Austin on February 23, 2015, to participate in Crime Stoppers Day at the State Capitol; and
WHEREAS, In response to a soaring crime rate in 1981, the Texas Crime Stoppers Council was established to advise the governor on Crime Stoppers operations; Texas Crime Stoppers provides resources, training, and certification to local programs, and it administers grants from the state-appropriated Crime Stoppers Assistance Fund; moreover, it engages the public to increase awareness and protect communities from crime; and
