SENATE RESOLUTION NO. 304

WHEREAS, On March 3, 2015, one of seven Military Youth of the Year honorees from Texas military-based clubs will be chosen as Texas Military Youth of the Year to represent the State of Texas in the National Military Youth of the Year competition for Boys and Girls Clubs of America; and
WHEREAS, Through the years, Boys and Girls Clubs have encouraged young people to aspire to the highest level of personal development and to become good citizens who are involved in their communities; now, therefore, be it
