WHEREAS, The Senate of the State of Texas honors and commemorates the life of William Gillette Gill Jr., who died April 11, 2015, at the age of 70; and
WHEREAS, William Gill was born August 1, 1944, in San Antonio; he grew up in Corpus Christi, where he developed a love of the outdoors that would last his entire life; and

WHEREAS, He was a man of courage and strength who gave generously to others, and his wisdom and valued counsel will not be forgotten by those who were privileged to share in his life; and
WHEREAS, He was a devoted husband, father, and grandfather who had a tough exterior and a warm heart, and he leaves behind memories that will be treasured forever by his family and countless friends; now, therefore, be it
