WHEREAS, Above all else, Mr.AGolvach was treasured for his

kindness and his generosity; he was a mentor and role model to his

younger brother, and he was always ready to offer encouragement or a

helping hand to friends; in addition, he was deeply devoted to his

girlfriend, Sara, and their relationship was a source of much

happiness and fulfillment to him; and

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Golvach will forever find inspiration in the ways he expressed his

creative gifts and in the joy and enthusiasm with which he lived;
