WHEREAS, Mr. Fisher was a devoted husband to his wife, Jackie, with whom he shared a rewarding marriage that spanned nearly six decades; he was also the proud father of three daughters, Melissa Feinstein, Martha Durham, and Margaret Sita, and a son, Michael Fisher, and he took great delight in his nine grandchildren and five great-grandchildren; and
WHEREAS, Although John Fisher will be deeply missed, he has left his family and friends with countless cherished memories, and they will forever hold him close in their hearts; now, therefore, be it
