WHEREAS, A rich and purposeful life drew to a close with the passing of Arthur Jim Green Jr. of Powderly on May 31, 2017, at the age of 92; and
WHEREAS, The son of Arthur and Effie Green, Arthur Green Jr. was born on June 5, 1924, in Wood County, and he grew up in the company of his four siblings, Tilman, Lon, Freda, and Joe Bob; possessed of the courage that marked the finest members of his generation, he joined the United States Navy during World War II and served on the USS Epping Forest in the Pacific theater; and

WHEREAS, Deeply dedicated to his family, his community, and his country, Arthur Green earned the respect and admiration of all who were fortunate enough to know him, and he will forever
be a source of inspiration to those he leaves behind; now, therefore, be it
